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LETTER FROM THE CHAIR

Our organization's name - Greensboro Beautiful - clearly speaks to our roots and ongoing mission. What is
sometimes not so clearly understood is how our partnership with the City of Greensboro works.

As a volunteer, non-profit organization, we work hand-in-hand with the City to make Greensboro a
greener and more beautiful community. In this public/private partnership, GBI leverages citizen volunteers
and private funding with City resources. The 2009 NeighborWoods program provides an excellent example
of this partnership in action: American Express sponsored the event with a grant to GBI, and hundreds of
citizen volunteers planted trees on public property through the collaborative efforts of the Greensboro Parks
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& Recreation, Planning, and Field Operations Departments and the NC Cooperative Extension Service in
Guilford County. The Public Gardens of Greensboro also provide an excellent example of this partnership in

action. The gardens are located on City property; GBI and the City plan and develop the gardens together;
GBI adds enhancements to the gardens through private funding; and the City Parks & Recreation Department maintains the

gardens.

Over 40 years ago when Greensboro Beautiful began, a partnership between a non-profit and government agency was quite
unique. Today we are seeing more such partnerships emerge, such as the NYRP (New York Restoration Project). The
public/private partnership model helps supplement ever-tightening city budgets, and enlists the energies and passion of the

public it serves. It is a win-win for all.

We thank the City of Greensboro for their vision and partnership; and the hard-working City staff that works with us each

year to accomplish our mission.

Greensboro Beautiful recognizes business properties and
facilities in the Greensboro area which do an outstanding job of
landscaping and landscape maintenance through the Business
Landscape Awards Program. Winning properties receive an
outdoor sign for one month, as well as a permanent office
plaque to recognize their efforts.

Nominations for Greensboro Beautiful's Business
Landscape Awards are encouraged from the community. A
panel of Greensboro Beautiful representatives judge
nominated properties on a continuing basis, and evaluate
factors such as year-round and overall appearance, design
layout, color, originality, balance, condition of lawn or ground
cover, and condition and suitability of trees, shrubs, flowers
and other plantings. Properties are rated on a scale of points
earned on each factor, and monthly winners are chosen based
on total scores.
